Unless you’re destitute, please ensure
you have a will. Unless you have substantial assets or a complicated estate, the cost shouldn’t be
overwhelming. If you do have substantial assets or a complicated estate, that’s all the more reason to
have a will. Some, like this acquaintance of mine, don’t have family. Others will have family; everyone’s

circumstances are different. If you don’t have family, you might consider a legacy (leaving your estate or
even part of it) to our post. If you do have family and for whatever reason your estate is larger than you
would prefer to leave family, please consider a portion to the post. | am a member of a post within
another veteran’s service organization that does tremendous work on behalf of veterans. Four or five
members have left the post a six-figure legacy that has made a tremendous difference for that post and
the work they are able to do for veterans. | would love to be faced with how we could help veteran’s
issues with that kind of money. Just the same, a smaller bequest could do good as well. I’'m confident it
would do better than the state getting it if you don’t have family. If you do have family, perhaps they
would be proud of your legacy — something to think about! Regardless — have a willl May God continue to
bless America, and, with that in mind, Election Day is next month. Now is the time to start researching the
candidates AND THE ISSUES on the ballot. Have you ever looked at a ballot and saw an issue you knew
nothing about. | did — ONCE, but never again. Remember, the only thing worse than no vote is an uninformed
vote! (BTW: if you're not sure how to vote, ask me. | have the answer!)
